Outfitted with laser tag gear, teams of five will have to solve twisted puzzles to escape the clutches of 
the blood-thirsty villains.

Guests will go on a tour hosted by The Keeper, where they can witness the magic behind various 
technical and sensorial effects, snap some truly ghastly photos, as well as enjoy a spooky performance.
